__ Symposium: $20,000

Symposia are three hours in length and present data-driven perspectives of
differing aspects or views on a variety of pertinent topics in the field. Past
symposia have explored research topics, such as ADHD, bipolar disorder,
substance abuse, and much, much more.

__Clinical Perspective: $15,000

Clinical Perspectives are three hours and allow up to five speakers to present
a particular topic specifically related to treatment, research method, service
delivery, or clinical care.
